AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF REDMOND, WASHINGTON, AMENDING REDMOND MUNICIPAL CODE (RMC) 9.14.010,	CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES, AND REPEALING RMC 9.14.020,	POSSESSION OF PARAPHERNALIA PROHIBITED, IN RESPONSE TO CHANGES IN STATE LAW
													

WHEREAS, on May 13, 2021, Governor Inslee signed SB5476, responding to the State v. Blake decision by addressing justice system responses and behavioral health prevention, treatment, and related services; and
WHEREAS, the bill now makes drug possession, previously a felony, a misdemeanor and changes the possession of drug paraphernalia statute; and
WHEREAS, RMC 9.14.010, Controlled substances, adopts 
RCW 69.50.412, and RCW 69.50.4011 – 69.50.4014, have not been adopted into the RMC as for local enforcement; and
WHEREAS, the City’s current drug paraphernalia code, 
RMC 9.14.020, is now in conflict with state law and it should be repealed; and 
WHEREAS, the changes to the state statues is effective immediately.
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF REDMOND, WASHINGTON, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1.	Classification.  This ordinance is of a general and permanent nature and shall become a part of the City Code.
Section 2.	Amendment of Subsection.  RMC 9.14.010, Controlled Substances, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 3.	Repeal of Subsection.  9.14.020 Possession of paraphernalia prohibited, is hereby repealed in its entirety:

NO PERSON SHALL POSSESS ANY DRUG PARAPHERNALIA AS DEFINED IN RCW 69.50.102 WITH THE INTENT TO USE OR EMPLOY THE SAME FOR MANUFACTURING AND/OR CONSUMING CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES.] 
Section 4.	Severability.  If any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this ordinance should be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of any other section, sentence, clause or phrase of this ordinance.
Section 5.	Effective date.  This ordinance shall become effective five days after its publication, or publication of a summary thereof, in the city’s official newspaper, or as otherwise provided by law.
